One of the aims of Oz Reach is to
plant churches, yet we haven't
done that too well in the past few
years in Australia.

The church of Australia is not
reproducing itself too well, and
even worse is the fact there are
churches closing down, without
New ones opening.

Mostly, the church buildings you
drive by have been converted into
cafes, homes, galleries etc. They
haven't been replaced by another
meeting somewhere else, instead
churches have gone underground -
not like China's thriving one, it is a
6ft under dead underground.

Another interesting thing that is

happening, is the amount of
churches  without a  senior
minister. For various reasons

senior ministers are no longer
doing the job and it's not always
easy to find a willing replacement.
| suppose we can all relate to this.
There is a general reluctance for
people within church to lead at
any level. This is usually due to the
time, energy and the hardships you
face in a leadership role.

Australia's population is expanding,
geographically, as our major cities
reach their capacity more people
are moving to regional and remote
areas of the country. This means
the amount of churches should be
increasing in these areas to meet
our changing and expanding
population, however, it appears the
opposite is happening.
