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Burma has been the centre of world
attention for a few months. Our
mission has been based in Yangon for
about ten years and in the Shan State
for two years. In this newsletter we
will offer good news about Burma and
talk a little about our involvement
past, present and future.

RAY OF LIGHT

Burmese kids are a commodity. Buy
them, use them up then discard them.
Then just go get another one. Easy.

In 1998 Yaung Chee Oo (Ray of Light)
home was set up on the site of a Bible
College.  Originally called the 3T
Project, we accepted five boys into the
home. The oldest was just twelve. We
specifically chose Burman Buddhist
kids because they are from the
dominant ethnic group both in terms
of population and government and
army control.  The Burmans have
historically always been very resistant
to the Gospel. That is why we choose
to work with them.
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A decade on we now have sixteen boys,
aged from around 9 to 22 years. The
average age is about sixteen years. We
would have increased the number of
kids in the home well past these levels
were the ministry homes not in a
repressive military state. In addition
there are a few other guys who have
left the home and are either studying or
serving God.

There are eight kids in high school, two
in primary school, two in middle school
and two each in Bible school and
Technical school.

Eight of the sixteen boys are orphaned.

The Burmese economy is one of Asia's
weakest. The level of poverty in Burma
is probably far worse than most
westerners would imagine. All of our
kids come from appalling conditions.
Here are some snippets of their lives:

Thet has both a Mum and Dad.
Unfortunately his Dad is in military
prison whilst Mum works on the roads
smashing rocks with a hammer so that
they are small enough to be used as
aggregate to place into the tar that is
laid on the surface of newly formed
roads. Very hot and very, very hard
work for almost no reward. Thet, from
a Buddhist background immediately
embraced Christianity when he came to
live at the home. One day he asked our
house dad, “Tell me about your god”.
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That was it, he became a follower
from that day forth.

Maung is the second of four children.
His father died when he was nine. As
a result he went to work in a battery
shop in a city in central Burma.
When we discovered him he was
receiving no wages, only food and a
place to sleep. Four years later... He
graduated from Yaung Chee Oo and
has studied at Bible College. He has
been working as a missionary in the
Ayeyarwaddy Division.

Zac's father died when he was five
months old and his mum died when
he was just five. He has four siblings.
He was sent to a Buddhist monastery
in the village and graduated from
standard 4. He was too poor to carry
on to Middle School so instead stayed
with his handicapped brother where
together they made bamboo tools.
He came to live with us back in 1998.
Nine years later.. He is about to
finish a Bachelor of Theology degree
and will probably work at our house
as an assistant to the house parents.

Our boys are becoming Yaung Chee
Oo. It has been hard work requiring
determination  from our house
parents but now we are not only
seeing young men with changed lives
but they are venturing forth and
being influences in the lives of others.
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We are now giving into 3 area’s in
Cambodia.  Sure Destiny homes with
Donna, the local Minister in Cambodia,
while we conduct a year Pastor and
leaders seminar and now this new
ministry.

Dedicated to the
transformation of
prisoners and their

families.

In 2001, with a moral excellence based on
biblical principals and living and hygiene
class in one prison, prison fellowship
Cambodia has in 6 years established itself
as the primary provider of reintegration
and education services in the Cambodian
prison system. The first steps were taken
by individuals and church groups to begin
some Cambodian prisons. A medical
team was taken into the national men’s
prison and as a result of this was given
permission to begin a ‘moral excellence’
course, based on Biblical living. This was
our first education programme, reaching
about 70 individuals.

The following year, Prison Fellowship
Cambodia was formally established.

Only 6 years later in 2007, over 2,000
individuals (18% of prison population) are
reached by Prison fellowship services
every month, and this is steadily

Our yearly programme reaches
about 8,000 prisoners and prison staff

which is (80% of the prison population).

PF work covers a wide range of activities
including a range of educational programs,
medical care for the sick, palliative care for
the dying, income generation schemes,
comprehensive family assistance, annual
Christmas program, prisoner visitation,
vocational training, in prison group
counselling courses, mediation, release aid
and assistance, emergency accommodation
and this includes other opportunities
regularly surfacing.

PFC has established and runs Cambodia’s
only centre dedicated to the rehabilitation
